1. Apply basic and dental sciences to diagnostic and treatment decisions

2. Justify diagnostic and treatment decisions

3. Formulate primary and secondary treatment plans

4. Assess short and long term outcomes

5. Alter patient management because of local or systemic pathologic conditions, psychological status and ethical considerations.

The Ten topics on which you must be able to quote the literature.

2. Be able to quote the CLASSIC literature as a justification on clinical issues and treatment procedures

3. Radiographs –describe EVERYTHING on that film, Leave nothing out

5. Always ask for a medical history
