     Warm holiday greetings to each of you. 
As we close out 2025 and look toward an 
exciting year ahead, I want to extend my 
heartfelt appreciation for the remarkable 
dedication shown by our mentors, 
examiners, and volunteers. Your 
commitment continues to strengthen our 
our community and uphold the high

standards that define our specialty.
     This year brought strong and steady engagement across all 
areas of mentorship. Approximately ten mentors actively 
supported candidates preparing for the Oral Examination, and in 
addition to one-on-one guidance, we hosted three Mock Oral 
Examinations over the past year—September 2024, February 
2025, and September 2025.
